30 06 2008. The proposal is considered acceptable in terms of design and materials and will preserve the character and appearance of the Conservation Area. It is considered that the proposal complies with polices HE1, C3 & H8 of the NWDC Local Plan 2011.    
107/08:   Passenger Transport:  No Report.  Cllr Woods not in attendance.

108/08:   Rights Of Way:

            i)   ROW – Parish Council Officer:  Cllr Crockett appointed. 

            ii)  Footpath 12A – The Chairman gave details of the current deadlocked situation and the correspondence which was passing and had passed between himself and NWDC Enforcement.  Members indicated that the matter was wholly unsatisfactory in their view; the Landowner had taken the law into his own hands, abused the system without proper public consultation and thus had been able to secure a driveway to the rear of his property by unofficially moving the footpath line to suit both himself and his neighbour.  It seems evident that given the reluctance of the Planning and the Rights of Way Authorities to take up the issue that the position had resulted in a wholly unsatisfactory outcome from our point of view. The Chairman read his proposed reply to the last e-mail from NWDC Enforcement to the meeting.  
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             iii)   Footpath 11. The Clerk advised that he was in contact  with the Landowner and was awaiting a response to the information supplied concerning a second gate priced at £200;00.  County had agreed to supply one gate.

              iv)  Definitive Map: The Clerk handed Cllr Crockett the latest definitive map of the Parish Rights of Way.

 109/08:  Village Hall:

            i) Electrics & other items: Cllr Gore had furnished members with an estimate in relation to perceived electrical works. The VH Committee were seeking additional estimates.   There ensued a discussion on a list of items which the VH Committee considered needed attention.    
            The need to seek grant funding was stressed as was the fact that this year would be the last year in which NWDC Area 1 Funding would be available due to the upcoming Unitary Council.
            ii) Management Agreement & Rules and Constitution:   The Chairman circulated a Management Agreement and a revision of the existing Rules & Constitution which he had also passed to the Chairman of the VH Committee.  These documents would be discussed at the next VH Committee Meeting.  It was noted that the Parish Council were the “Custodian Trustee” and that the VH Committee, as Tenants were fully responsible for the upkeep and maintenance of the property and that trading would be carried out at arms length from the Parish Council.

RESOLVED that an allowance of 25% equal to £3:00 each be made to each Tenant against their next rental payment in December 2008.  Clerk to advise all concerned by letter.  

 112/08:  Jubilee Playing Field: 
             a) Minutes: Equipment brochures had been provided to Ms Sue Bennett and Mrs Tracy Copson following the decision not to proceed with Tennis Court netting and safety surface renewal.  One pole of the cricket cage was missing.  Cllr. Crockett would carry out a further

             search.  

                  b)  Other matters:  Dogs with their owners had been seen crossing the field inspite of the notice on the gate.  One parishioner was known to have done/be doing this.  Cllr Mounsey agreed to make contact and discuss.   The Clerk had received a telephone call from another parishioner on July 15th who had seen a party of school children on the field and were observed to use the ditch as a toilet.  The party were not recognised and had left the site before car registrations could be obtained. 
113/08:   Highway Matters:
            a) Parish Steward: Village visit on July 8/9 & 10th.  Worked sheet prepared and briefing for new operative carried out.  Most, if not all work had been completed; the operative had confirmed his actions by e-mail to the Clerk.  “Road Narrows” sign at Garsdon Cross needs vegetation clearing back.  Next visit September 9/10 & 11th 2008. Any items requiring attention should be passed to the Clerk for inclusion on the work sheet.
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             b) Ditches/Storm Water Drains: Letter to Cllr Soden regarding the storm eater drains at “Sunlea” & “Wayside”.  Contact with Mr D Everett now WCC Floods contact had revealed that he had been seconded to this new temporary post. A new Area engineer was in place until Unitary Authority in place.  The Flood jobs were being prioritised inspite of assurances some two months ago that this small job would be done in 6 weeks.  9” pipes had been ordered and supplied.  Clerk to maintain pressure on WCC.

            c) C81: The Chairman had maintained contact with Mr D Weston regarding the repairs to the section between the Primary School and Garsdon Cross. There were other sections which also need remedial works, particularly the pot hole in Park Lane.  On Monday July 14th 2 


photos of the over runs verges had been taken by the Chairman and submitted to Mr Weston who agreed to pursue the matter.

        a) Additional Grass Cutting: Richard Munro – Delegation to Town/Parish Councils Officer  had noted our interest in additional Grass Cutting in the Parish
        b) Quote: An approximate price had been obtained to cut the grass currently cut by NWDC for WCC and by NWDC on their own account. This consists of the front of Pembroke Green, the inside of Pembroke Green and a piece in Manor View.   8 cuts per season would cost approx £375:00 plus inflation costs.  The Clerk had attended a meeting of the Society of Local Council Clerks (SLCC) at which Richard Munro was a guest speaker. He outlined the strategy and procedures which were being followed and put in place.   He was questioned about the very noticeable drop in cutting standards for this year over previous years as far as this Parish was concerned.  He declined to confirm that standards were being allowed to drop as a cost saving exercise and thus possibly reducing the financial contributions the Parishes would be offered for taking on any of items included in the Scheme.
