           Cllr Sturgis having joined the meeting at 20:25 hours reported on various aspects of the cost savings which the Council had to make.  These included the cutting of 240 Managers, saving £8m p.a. with initial costs of £5m in redundancy payments.  All Managers would be responsible for a minimum of 6 staff.  It was noted that there would 4 operational hubs across the County with hot desking at all facilities. This would result in the closure of some 94 other satellite offices which were not fit for purpose. The Gypsy and Travellers Consultation had been closed.   There followed a discussion on the topic of Recycling and Waste collection which as involved aspects of the Food Digester which was available to Parishioners. The matter of damage to verges being overridden by large tractors and machinery was also discussed.  The Clerk had written, with 3 photographs showing damage to Highways about the latest incident but had not received any comments. Discussion also centred on large tractors and their apparent speed and ability to stop when on the highway.
