Mr Parish Advised the Members on the changes which had been put in place since March 5th. Fortnightly collections in the northern area now in place and had been well received. Green Waste and General Refuse bins emptied on alternate Mondays every two weeks.  Blue Lidded bins for plastic bottles, cardboard and shredded paper collected on the other Monday. Black boxes would continue to be emptied by Hills on the appropriate Friday.  Lists of the relevant dates had been circulated to all householders.  The emphasis was to reduce Landfill and make best use of recycling given the increase cost of landfill. Compost bins were available and were proving popular.  Care should be taken with plastic for recycling, clean plastic bottles realised £200.00 per tonne whereas contaminated only attracted £20.00 therefore attention to sorting was very desirable.
