         The Chairman reported that he and the Clerk had attending the meeting on July 4th 2012.  Few Parish Council’s in attendance.  Various grant applications were approved including the running costs of M&VCAP at £8,000.00.  Major item was the presentation on the duelling of the railway line from Swindon to Kemble.  Cost estimated at about £45m.  Work would be starting shortly and take several years to complete.   There was a handout regarding the Localism Bill.
