        b) Devolved Grass Cutting Meeting: The Chairman and Clerk had met with two Officers from Wiltshire Council regarding the Parish Council assuming responsibility for maintaining the grass area of Pembroke Green and Manor View.   A subsequent letter to Wiltshire Council had secured additional funding.  The Contract was initially for 3 years, with the appropriate premature termination clause.  Members RESOLVED that we should proceed with the matter which would enable better maintenance of the areas in question.

 133/12:   Highway Matters: 
a) Ditches/Drainage:  A meeting had been held with the owner of   Manor Farm House when discussions took place in relation to storm water run offs from the area of Rose & Crown Car Park, Sunlea and Wayside.   Highways would be requested to provide the Vactor to clear pipe runs.  We would if required approach Land Registry to determine ownership of hedges and ditches within the area.

b) Interior refurbishment:  Estimate being obtained to paint the interior walls. Insulation was already in place. External funding maybe be required.

d) Storm Water: Cllr Fuller reported that work had been carried out to storm water flows. Agreement had been obtained so that the water ran into the Street Farm system.  Any necessary work on soakaways had been dealt with.
