  174/12:   Allotments:

a) Provision of Skip. RESOLVED that a skip should be hired, located adjacent to Plot 1 on the grass verge and filled with rubbish located at head of Plots 1,,2 & 3. b) Allotment Rentals 2013: Cllrs Fuller and Barnes having declared a prejudicial interest withdrew at 20:05 hours.  RESOLVED that the annual rental for the Lea plots should remain at £20.00 p.a. Cllr Fuller returned to the meeting ay 20.08 hours. RESOLVED that the annual rental for the Cleverton Plot (Grass Keep) should remain at £30.00 p.a. Cllr Barnes returned to the meeting ay 20.10 hours.
c) Condition of plots:  Cllr Gore reported that inspite of the wet weather all plots were in good condition.  Cllr Fuller had spoken with Mr Walker Slade regarding the state of the ditch. It was suggested that further sections of large diameter plastic pipe were required to help drain some plots..
d) Fencing: The Tenant of Plot 1 had drawn attention to the state of the fence between the plot and the Footpath. Cllr Gore to investigate and report back.
e) Cleverton Plot: Land Registry Officers would be carrying out an inspection in due course. The Clerk advised that a visit to the County Record Office to search out the information requested by the Land Registry Office would be made shortly.   Cllr Barnes advised that a right of entrance to plot existed from the footpath through openings in the hedge which had previously held gates.

  176/12:   Jubilee Playing Field Joint Management Committee (JPFJMC):   

a) Minutes: The Minutes of the Meeting held on October 30th 2012 were noted.

b) Cyan Bench and Hard standing: Approval was given for the purchase of a CYAN hardwood bench with Queen’s Jubilee commemorative back rail with ground anchors and delivery at a cost of £537.49 +VAT.  Quotation for the provision of concrete plinth was approved at a cost of £550.00 + VAT (N D Starr)   S106 funds of £852.90 would be sought with the balance of £234.59 provided from the Jubilee event proceeds.  A sum of £71.36 remains for the procurement of a plaque.
c) Picnic Tables: Cllr Crockett advised that the cost of the treated replacement timbers would be £5.43 each + VAT.   RESOLVED to replace the tops of both tables.  
d) Inspection Reports & RoSPA Report: Weekly sheets reported all as in good order. However tables need attention.  Small items required attention from RoSPA report. 
e) Ground Maintenance 2013: 3 invitations to tender would be issued, to be returned by January 4th 2013.

f)  Chestnut Tree Report: Report noted.  RESOLVED to carry out the recommended works. 1 quote received for £80.00 from M Kerlin to be accepted. Planning permission to be applied for. Cllr Crockett advised the Members that he had already severed the ivy as recommended.
g) Playing Field Entrance – Parking Prohibition: Comments had been received from a Crabmill Lane resident regarding the designation of the Playing Field entrance for Playing Field users only.  He suggested that this discouraged autumn/winter visitors to Crabmill Lane from using the space when empty and thus parking on the grass verge was encouraged.  The Chairman indicated that the sign should remain.
 177/12:   Highways:
a) Community Steward: The old Parish Steward scheme had been renamed and reinstituted with regularly dated visits to each group of parishes. Lea & Cleverton, together with Dauntsey and Little and great Somerford formed our group.  The first visit had been in week commencing November 12th. The next wad schedule for Jan 7 2013.  Tbe gang consisted of a group of operatives carrying out specific tasks.  A schedule of tasks to be undertaken needed to be submitted by e-mail.   
b) On Street Parking: This had been taken up with MAB.  Little was achieved due to lack of enforcement and resources.
c) Traffic Speed: This had been progressed; a Metro count would be installed by Post 1 just north of the Village Hall.
d) Flooding in The Parish: Many blocked gullies, grips and ditches had been reported to the Clerk. Action had been taken, Highways personnel had visited and where possible had carried out remedial works. Given to current weather position there were greater priorities within the area. It was largely matter of self help, sandbags were only provided by Wiltshire Council in dire emergencies.  Bags could be purchased fro most garden centres.   Landowners should be encouraged to clear ditches for which they were responsible for.
