Cllr Sturgis addressed the Members, he advised that there had been a 28% reduction in funding from HMG but there were specific grants which came to Wilts Council.  £2.4m more was being put into roads, both revenue and capital.  The number of Council Hubs was being reduced to 3 with Monkton Park being refurbished. Total saving of £4.5m.  The new Planning Computer system should be operational in April, an improvement for the better. Cost of waste put into landfill was increasing currently to £72.00 per tonne and in 2014 would increase further to £80.00 per tonne.   The plant at Westbury would come on stream in September which would show a good pay back.  Schools bins had been withdrawn under Schedule 2 due to changes made by HMG.  The county waste collection teams were operating at a good service level.  Cllr Sturgis was thanked for his comments and withdrew from the meeting at 20.00 hours.
