185/13:  Ground Maintenance Contract 2014: 

a) Additional items: The area under the trees at the head of Plot 1 had been included to be sprayed or strimmed and also the strip between the Tennis Court and the new Board Fence to be dealt with in the same manner.

b) Invitation to Tender:  The current Contractor and last year’s Contractor would be invited to submit offers for the years 2014 and 2015.
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186/13: Rights of Way:  
a) Report: No matters were reported by Cllr Crockett.
b) Footpath 11:  Further letter sent  to Landowner, no response to date 
c)  Footpaths: 34/35 & 36.  Public Enquiry Meeting 15th October. Lea Village Hall. An interim decision had been announced and would have to be advertised. It recommended the removal of Footpath 36, removal of the grid references relating to Footpath 34.  Also the change the text “OS grid ref ST 953   866...   “with text...” lying approximately halfway between points A and B”..

187/13: Allotments:

a) Annual rent proposal: A proposal regarding the calculation of annual rentals for 2014 had been circulated to the members. The matter was discussed and felt to be fairer to all tenants by introducing a standard rate for all plots irrespective of size of 2p per square foot. RESOLVED that  tenants be advised that wef January 1st 2014 that this rate would apply to all.  The tenant of Plot 9 had indicated his willingness to take on the entire plot.  The tenant of Plot 6 would be offered the whole of this plot.           
At this point Cllr Barnes withdrew from the meeting.
b) Cleverton Allotments:  RESOLVED that the annual rental for this grass keep be increased to £35.00 pa effective from January 1st 2014. Cllr Barnes returned to the meeting.
c) Condition of Lea Plots: Cllr Gore offered no comments. 
d) Cleverton plot access: There had been no progress with the matter of access to this plot.  The Clerk to action..  

188/13: Malmesbury Area Board: 
                 The Chairman and Clerk had attended the meeting on November 6th.  It consisted of the usual mixture of reports and presentations. There was a good presentation from the Clinical Medical Team on health care in the region outlining how they intend to develop care tailored to local needs.  There was an equally good presentation from Ellen Blacker on the Good Neighbour Scheme including well answered question about the service.   The Area Board funding threw up two interesting requests.  a)  4K to carry out a topographical survey of Station Yard and Cross Hayes car parks – this request was lead by John Thomson of the Area Board.  I did wonder why this work was not being done by the Malmesbury Town Council especially as the Town Mayor stated that he would be interested in the outcome.  

              b) 5K for projects yet to be defined under the name of Young Persons Intergenerational Project – whatever that means.   The total of 9K would pay the total Precept for a medium sized community – such as ours.
189/13: Jubilee Playing Field:

a) Minutes: Cllr Crockett advised that he had carried some remedial work to the Tennis Court fence. The cricket netting had yet to be removed.  It was stated that other similar type nets were not taken down in the winter months, just merely tied up at a reasonable height from the ground.
b) Inspection Sheets:  The same points as noted in item 189/13:  a) above.
c) RoSPA:  Annual inspection carried in October 2013. Few low risks noted.
 190/13:  Highway matters:
a) Community Days:  Lack of responses to either e-mails or phone calls from Streetscence co-ordinator.  Action being taken.

b) Sundry items. The damaged grit bin in Garsdon was being replaced as was the plastic marker strip in Lea. The road surface in Cresswell Lane just along from Cleverton Farm had also been drawn to Highways attention. The street pavement between the Village hall had been measured and costed and would be selected against others  on a priority basis. 
191/13:  Defibrillators: Letters were being sent to all users of the Village Hall seeking opinions on how best to raise funds for this project.

192/13;   Lea Village Hall: 
Report:  Cllr Isaac reported that the financial position of the Committee was good with all rental accounts paid.  Bookings continued to be at a good regular level. Various future fund raising projects were in hand.  .
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193/13:  Passenger Transport Review:  Our recommendation, complied by the Chairman; for services changes in this area had been circulated to all members.  Requests for a meeting with Mr Ian White, Head of Passenger Services had not, at this time been fruitful.  No doubt due to the vast number of comments on the routes to be assessed.
     194/13:     Information items:

a) Parish Shed registration: This matter had been dealt with and the property was now registered in the name of Lea & Cleverton Parish Council.  File closed.
b) Lea Allotments: This would be the last parish asset to be dealt with.  It would be necessary to contact the Charity Commissioners in the first instance.  Any registration and the attendant financial commitment would be dealt with in 2014/2015.
c) “A” Boards outside Rose and Crown:   A question concerning the boards placed on the pavement outside of the Roase and Crown was raised. It was felt that they constituted an obstruction to walkers and other users and should be placed onthe   forecourt.
      The Chairman agreed to investigate the matter.
