036/14:  Good Neighbourhood:  Mrs E Blacker presented the following report:
“I have been in post for 3½ years and have provided a growing service within this area of the County. Throughout rural Wiltshire in 2013 we supported over 2,000 clients and made 5,673 separate referrals to other service providers such as: Adult Care Services, Wiltshire Fire and Rescue, Citizens Advice Bureau, Age UK,   Bobby Van, Health Authorities …..  the list goes on.
                   We continue to be mainly funded by Wiltshire Council managed by Community First and work in partnership with Age UK services.  We are very thankful to the Parishes which have kindly donated cash to support the shortfall in funding this year.  More grant aid is being sought this year from national charities.

                  The difference between our service and others - our client centred service works in a holistic manner which ensures that clients can access the right services at the right time.  We look to our clients to be the catalyst for this service rather than delivering the service ‘at’ them. New project recently are the Pub or Community Lunches.  We have established a few in areas where there are few social activities going on.  Comments include “They are just the ticket when you are lonely. I lost my wife 2 months ago and being able to meet people out and about is a lifeline”

 038/14:  Wiltshire Council Report: 
a)     General matters:  Cllr T R Sturgis reported on various matters including the recruitment of an additional P.:A. and touched on the matter of waste complaints.  He advised that more money was being injected into flood damaged areas with some rate relief for household and local businesses.  Somerset having 60 flooded properties with Wiltshire having 400. £750,000 would be funded by the County with the balance from Central Government. £507m was available for Schools however rural area schools were more expensive to operate.  Rising water tables had caused the delaminated surface of the roads to deteriorate substantially.  £20m more was being put into road repairs.  Major road works were progressing well.  There had been substantial staff changes in Streetscence co-ordinator personnel.

b) Passenger Transport Services:  Cllr Sturgis advised that the new bus service timetable changes had proved to be controversial but it was all down to the need to reduce costs. A new contractor had been appointed.  Cllr Cull advised the meeting that he had been in contact with the Head of Passenger Service in   relation to the various unsatisfactory and inconvenient times which buses would now run through Lea.   Our suggestion that the Route 30 bus should be extended to take in Lea and Milbourne had been ignored.
Reference had also made to the time taken for non driving patients to be able to get to and from the Medical    Centre. Cllr Sturgis agreed to travel the Route 30 service to ascertain if the suggested change would be more beneficial to the Parish.  Cllr Cull also advised that he would pursue the matter further to achieve a more effective service.   
c) Garsdon Mill:  Cllr Sturgis advised Members that he had been approached by Mr Jones of Garsdon Mill with a view to “stopping up” the road from the C81 into Garsdon Mill to vehicular traffic.  The bridges needed repairing. The route would become a Bridleway (96), open to horse riders, bicycles and pedestrians only and would connect up with the existing bridleway which rejoins the Milbourne road just after Tanners Bridge. Formal approval was needed from the Parish Council for this matter to be proceeded with. It was required that Wiltshire Council advertised this change in the London Gazette and the Loca1l Press. Once approved by the local Magistrates Court the closure would be advertised for public consultation adjacent to the site.  It was RESOLVED that the request be approved.  The Chairman signed the declaration.     Cllr Sturgis was thanked for his comments.
