74/14:    Chairman’s Report: 
The Chairman did not go over the report that he made at the Annual Parish   Meeting except to restate his personal thanks to the Councillors, committee members and the Parish Clerk for their hard work and commitment during the last year. He said that despite a few hiccups along the way the parish year was successful.

The Chairman stated that members of the parish must be happy with our collective efforts or are totally disinterested in the work that Parish Council does as only two parishioners turned up to the Annual Parish Meeting and one of those was making  a report.
He went on to say that members of the public are quickly through the door if they have a cause to promote or are looking for help but seem to accept that the usual parish workers will do all that is necessary on their behalf for the rest of the year.

   The Chairman expressed his disappointment and at the same time was a little relieved that the parishioners did not bother to attend to hear a presentation on defibrillators. The public were not to know that Mr Schofield would not turn up on the night. After the drive to raise funds he expected some interest in the subject.

It was questionable if there was a general feeling of apathy towards that and other subjects or is it that the Parish Council judgement is trusted. 

Within this coming year he said that he would like to try to break that mindset in one of two ways. 

  The first way would be to get more people involved in the running of the Parish by encouraging small groups to take responsibility for the upkeep and maintenance of parish assets. This will enable them to see at first hand the work that goes on behind the scenes to make the parish an attractive and welcoming place to live.
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74/14:  Chairman’s Report: (Cont’d)

What the Chairman had in mind was to see if the Parish Council could get, say  

· A couple of people to become responsible for the telephone box in Lea doing    such work as, from time to time cleaning the windows, sweeping the floor and keeping the books in a tidy form – not too demanding. 
· The same for the box in Garsdon – just keep it tidy and the notices in order 

· The Bus Shelter at Lea top – perhaps four volunteers to do the same sort of general tidying jobs plus from time to time a lick of paint

· The playing field working group of say four or five (perhaps parents of the users) would need to carry out some of the weekly inspections and from those lists do the minor maintenance – paint the goal post, temporary repairs to the tennis court fence and cricket nets plus other minor works to keep the facility in good order.

     Plus when needed general working parties to litter pick or other such tasks that might be required.  

The Village Hall Committee has already become a self sufficient body – doing minor maintenance and their own fundraising.

Fundraising for the playing field would be a separate body to the working group and would report to the Parish Council 

The second way would be for the Parish Council to do as little as possible – just go through the motions of running the parish and let the assets fall into disrepair.

He said he knew which route he would prefer but the Parish Councillors and a few devoted other people cannot continue to do all of the work for the benefit of everyone.

The Chairman and the Parish Councillors would like to see a concerted effort to encourage parishioners to fill these roles with the clear understanding that if there is not sufficient support the Parish Council could resort to Plan B.

As for the meetings – now that the Parish Clerk issues each Councillor with a printed folder of information a week before each meeting there should be no surprises to talk about (except for late items that do occur from time to time). Everyone should arrive at the meeting with a full picture of the issues to be reported or resolved. 

    This process leads to shorter and more productive meetings with only under exceptional circumstance a meeting longer than 90 minutes.

This stressed the need for good communication between Parish representatives and the Streetscence Co-ordinator.  The various areas of responsibility between Wiltshire Council and Balfour Beatty Living Places (BBLP) and lines of communications were detailed.
