       Single Storey Rear Extension, Erection of a Garage with changes to the Vehicular access. Members reviewed the proposal with the Chairman outlining the various items of support together with the main controversial matter being the siting, size and materials proposed for the garage given that the location of the site was within the Lea Conservation Area. Questions were asked of the applicant and noted.  The applicant agreed to discuss with his agent possible alternatives for the garage proposal.  Members RESOLVED that they had no objection to the internal changes or the erection of the rear two storey extensions.  However they did have an issue with the garage and the vehicular access changes which should be taken up with the LPA.
