161/15:   Public Questions:
               i) Merton House Land: The two members of the public referred to the potential sale of land owned by the occupiers of Merton House for development.  During the general discussion the Chairman outlined the guidance received from Wiltshire Council.

              The  information received states that following the adoption of the Core Strategy by Wiltshire Council, Lea is classified as a small village and therefore no longer has a Framework Boundary Line.
Therefore there are really only two ways development can come forward.  
1. Limited infill which usually means a single dwelling within the built form of the village.

2. Speculative developer applications where the Local Planning Authority (LPA) does not have a five year housing supply. Wiltshire Council published its latest housing supply figures last month which confirmed for this area (the Housing Market Area for North and West Wilts) there is an excess  of five years supply.  These figures are reviewed annually but regularly updated as sites are built out and permissions granted.  Where the LPA does not have a five years supply the Planning Inspectorate follows the National Planning Policy Framework (NPPF) and is likely to grant any sustainable development, so far these have been on the edge of market towns where developers challenged the Wiltshire five year figures.
