107/11:  Minutes: The Minutes of the meeting held on April 19th 2011 (Folio 743/744) having been circulated were taken as read, agreed as a true record and signed.  The Chairman signed the Minutes.

108/11:  Jubilee Playing Field:
a) FAWNS Playtime would be installing the Climbing Frame and scramble net item on June 20th.  The site had been cleared.  Total Cost including bark is £2,302:10 + VAT.

          A claim, which satisfied the criteria, had been submitted to Wiltshire Council under Section 106 for this sum.  A discussion regarding the quantity of bark ensued.  The Clerk pointed out that the requirement under EN1176 was 300 mm. Fawns had assumed that there was 150 mm already in situ and therefore we require approximately  only a further 5 cubic metre bags  Cllrs Cull and Crockett to inspect the site and confirm the requirement. – Amended to 6 No Bags at additional cost of £95:00. + VAT
b) Section 106: The developer had been requested to send the funds (£5,100:00) to Wiltshire Council (WC), who would hold the funds for 5 years.  We would draw down on this as required, the £2,302:10, now £2,397:10 would be passed to us as soon as Invoices were submitted to WC.  The balance being held until required by us for an approved project.  
c) Playdale Ariel Runway: This item at Monkton Farleigh had been inspected by Mrs Copson.  Photos had been provided.  After discussion it was agreed to postpone any decision on this item as there serious doubts to its suitability and effectiveness.   
d) Planning Applications:  The clerk advised members that 2 planning applications were being prepared: 1. Removal of Oak tree and replacement in more suitable location. 2. Removal of Leylandii Hedge along Tennis Court boundary.
