130/09:    Village Hall Report:            
a)  Risk Assessment: A copy of the Risk Assessment of the Village Hall had been received.
b)  Village Hall activities: Cllr Fuller read the following report on behalf of the Chairman of the Village Hall Management Committee. “The Fete and Produce Show took place on Saturday August 22nd – well supported by the village who helped, attended, donated or raised over £500:00 for village hall funds. Future events October 14th Body Shop Party, November 18th Pampered Chef Evening and December 5th Christmas Quiz Night.  ‘Awards for All’ grant application has been provisionally awarded subject to paperwork, to replace existing floor - £5,822:00 grant, remainder funded from ongoing fund raising events.  We hope to complete the work in ½ term week – i.e. last week in October – all users will be informed.” 

131/09:    Allotments:

a) State of Plots: There were no comments on the state of the plots, however comment was made on the state of the ditch    which had recently been dug out, water lying on the plots was not flowing into the ditch due to the roadway. Pipes had been provided for the tenants to place through the roadway bank.  Consideration should be given to removing the narrow part of the roadway. 
b)  Plot 2 Overhanging Boughs: The comments from the tenant of Plot 2 were noted.  RESOLVED that Cllr Fuller should visit the site and consider appropriate action.   Some trees referred too were in the adjacent hedgerow and therefore not under our control.
c)   Farmyard Manure: Due to farmers using a weed killer containing Aminopyralid   for broad leaf weeds in grassland there was contamination of FYM originating from both cattle and horses. The effect on allotments when using FYM was to reduce yield and cause distortion to root and some other crops. Information cards had been circulated to all Allotment Holder’s; also the topic had been entered on the Parish Web site.  Noted that many holders had destroyed their crops.
132/09:    Neighbourhood Watch:
a) Signs: No decision on the number of signs required for the village. 
b) Scheme: The scheme was overseen by Mr Dewick, with very little interest and input from other residents.  RESOLVED that the scheme should be regenerated. Mr Dewick would be consulted by the Chairman on the best way forward.  Cllr Porter indicated his willingness to get involved with the scheme.

133/09:  Passenger Transport:

a) Group Meeting: Notification of meeting had been received too late for Cllr Gore to arrange attendance. 

b) Harmonisation of Bus and other Tokens/Concessions:

                 Correspondence from Wiltshire Council was circulated to all members.   This suggested that the extra concessions operated by the previous West Wilts  and North Wilts District Councils should be axed to bring all schemes into line with the minimum operating standards of other former District Councils.
                  A survey form for individuals was available from either Wiltshire Council or the Parish Clerk.  Returnable date for comments and survey forms is October 30th 2009.  Members made no recommendations.  
134/09:    Swine Flu:
The Clerk reported that contact had been made with Rev East, who been provided with copies of correspondence from the PCT and Wiltshire Council.  The PCC were seeking to appoint a co-ordinator for the Parish who would work both the Church members and all other residents. It was further revealed that the Church of England had issued various guidelines which were being followed to minimise any possible transmission of the flu virus. The Clerk had agreed to advise Rev East of any further bulletins issued.   
135/09:     Public Phone Boxes within the Parish:

The K6 Red phones boxes in Lea and Garsdon had both been decommissioned with the telephone   equipment and the power supply removed.  The Emergency services would be advised of this action. Completion of the sale had taken place on September 9th 2009.   Cllr Fuller indicated that the appropriate paints had been obtained and the boxes would be refurbished when time permitted.   BT had issued a maintenance manual together with a list of part numbers and suppliers. The Chairman indicated that a full size Notice Board should be fitted to the inside of the Garsdon box, the same would be done for the Lea box but that the 2 existing A4 frames should remain in situ.
