      The Chairman welcomed PC Louis Bowden and PCSO Durry Maule to the meeting. PC Bowden outlined his duties and responsibilities in relation to the 24 parishes under the Malmesbury Rural Neighbourhood Policing scheme. He was assisted currently by PCSO Maule. One of the main problems was speeding; there was very little other crime in the Parish.  The 999 Fast Response Team was based in Wootton Bassett.  Sgt Martin Alvis had been appointed as Sergeant in charge of the Neighbourhood Policing in the Wootton Bassett Sector which includes the towns of Malmesbury, Cricklade and Wootton Bassett as well as the Rural Area.  He further outlined a scheme for Newsletter circulation which would endeavour to raise awareness in the area. Visits to Parishes were recorded with interactive walks through to meet up with parishioners rather than the old practice of a drive through.  All Officers were contactable on e mail, alternatively the 0845 408 7000 was a good contact for non urgent matters.  The Chairman thanked PC Bowden for his comments.

To replace the entire cage with heavier gauge poles would cost approx £3,250:00.    The Boules court needed weeding and there was a dead tree which required removal and possible replacement.

              c): Additional Equipment: NWDC had offered a one off grant for items suitable for  Disabled users. Not match funded.  Estimate for “Orbit” roundabout with provision for 1 wheelchair user £7,526:00 from Playdale would be submitted for grant application.

            a) Parish Steward: Village visit on September 11th /12th & 13th.  Work sheet prepared and a briefing for new operative carried out.  All work had been completed.
