WC: Speed Limit Review:   The Dept of Transport has requested Local Highway Authorities     carry out a review of existing speed limits on A and B class roads within our Parish.       
The suggestion is that the Malmesbury/Wootton Bassett road – B4042 within the Parish would have the 40 mph limit from Cowbridge to Lea Top increased to 50 mph and that the 50 mph limit from Lea Top be increased to the National limit of 60 mph.  We have to submit any comments which the Council might like to make by Feb 5th. 2010.  The Malmesbury/Cricklade road B 4040 does not fall within the Parish. 

Members were of the view that the limits as currently set should be retained in the interest of Road Safety, particularly in relation to Lea Top.  Mention was made of the struggle which we had in conjunction with Brinkworth and Little Somerford PC’s and the Highway Authority several years ago to achieve current levels. The Clerk advised that he had made contact with these two PC’s but at the time of contact no discussions had been held by their Members.  It was also noted that a piece had been put into the PCC Newsletter seeking the views of Parishioners.
