Members reviewed the proposal and were of the view that provided the stonework finish of the proposed dwelling blends and is complimentary to the adjacent existing dwellings and that the proposal in all other respects meets the requireme2bnt of Policy C3 and H4 of the NW Local Plan 2011 that permission should granted.  Concern was expressed regarding the roadside access which should be constructed to improve sight lines. Approval recommended.

               COU of 4No Agricultural Buildings from Class B8 (Storage) Use into 6No B1 (Light Industrial) and Class B8 (Storage) units.   Members felt the proposal to be in conflict with the rural setting and over commercialisation of an open well defined and open agricultural area.  The conversion of the slurry pond only serves to emphasis these views.

           c)  11/01729/FUL – Aquetong Farm, Creswell Lane, Lea. SN16 9PE

               Agricultural Livestock Building.  (Re submission of 10/04264/FUL). 

                      Members felt the proposal to be in conflict with the rural setting and the concept over sizes and excessive for the area and the type of operation carried on a holding of this size.   Anticipated high volume of HGV traffic importing foodstuffs would cause additional; severe damage to Creswell Lane.  Contaminated watercourses and streams as a result of additional livestock effluent and foul water.  Size of the proposed structure will impact on adjacent dwellings and the character of the area.  Refusal recommended.   
           d)   11/01915/TCA – 25 Pembroke Green, Lea. SN16 9PB

                      Tree surgery to eucalyptus.   No adverse comments to be offered. 
               Approval recommended.
