                                        HIGHWAYS AND FOOTPATHS

1127/08 -HIGHWAYS

Councillor Hatherell said that to date there was nothing new to report. Councillor Ingham asked if there was any news on the much hoped for re-surfacing in Corston – Councillor Hatherell said that at present there were plans for patching and the re-surfacing depends on the funding in hand at WCC.

Councillor Lee said that there had been some repair/patching work done at Grange Lane and it was a great improvement.

Councillor Payne said that the Contractors had been working to check the flood flow at Kingway Bridge and that there is soon to be a Flood Presentation at Malmesbury Town Hall 

Councillor Barton said that the drain is blocked by Pound Hill Cottage, Rodbdourne this will be reported.

1128/08 - FOOTPATHS

Councollor Pym said she had good news in that the work undertaken on the Footpaths is now almost completed on Daniels Well to Common Road.  A finger post sign is needed at Arches Farm.  The Bridleway from Arches Farm to Thornhill Farm may be cleared after the birds have nested.

On footpath No 70 – a Diversion Order is being applied for, as this no longer leads anywhere.

Councillor Hatherell very kindly offered to take photographs to put on the website and also to walk some of the footpaths in the Parish and check for any obstructions.

Councillor Pym said that the footpaths should be open and this would be for the benefit of Malmesbury and its visitors.

Councillor Lee asked if there could be a spring closure put on the gate to the small children play area to prevent avoid dogs fouling in the area.  Councillor Ingham said that this could be a hazard to small children and then went on to explain that dogs are not usually loose or roaming but with their owners who allow them to go into the play area, even though there are signs prohibiting this. This is an ongoing problem and requires more thought on how to prevent.
