                                                 MATTERS ARISING

1186/08 - PARKING AT ARCHES LANE

Councillor Budgen reported that to date  this is much improved,  Councillor Thomson said that WCC do intend to mark double yellow lines in the future at Arches Lane.

Councillor Thomson advised that we e-mail Mr. Pete Harris at County Council.

1187/08 - WHITE LINES THROUGH CORSTON
We are pleased that after the remedial road surface work that the white lines have been re-marked and thank Councillor Thomson for his letter of support to Highway.
1188/08 - TREES AND SHRUBS OVERGROWN IN CORSTON
A further letter will be written asking WCC to inform the occupants of the properties that they will have 4 weeks from the date of written notice to undertake the necessary work to cut back the overgrowth.  Councillor Ingham stated that the trees on the right side of Mill Lane need cutting back - but they are not overgrown - but do obscure visibility when coming off Mil lane junction onto the main road.
1189/08 - THORNHILL FARM - FOOTPATHS

Councillor Pym mentioned that there are many blocked bridleways due to overgrowth and also a missing stile.  

Councillor Pym mentioned that the footpath from Daniels Well to the Common can now be walked and that it is a pleasant walk that should be made more obvious to the public.

1190/08 - MINTONS GRANT TOWARDS THE NEW CYCLE TRACK

The Chairman reported that he has chased this Section 106 Agreement - as if the work is not undertaken in the time allocated - then the Capital granted of £25,000 would have to be returned.

The Chairman sated that Sus Trans have now appointed a Company to undertake the work involved in creating the new Cycleway.

Councillor Pym stressed that this project must be activated as a matter of principal and that the Civic Trust and Judy Jones are following this up.

The Chairman stated that he had chased this up Mid August and received sound information that Sus Trans had appointed someone to enforce and to activate the project.
Councillor Thomson suggested we should ask for solid confirmation and also for details of the plans, and request exact information on the scheme.

Councillor Pym kindly offered to liase with the Clerk to draft a letter to that effect.

1191/08 - POTHLES 

Councillor Pym mentioned Potholes in Common Road becoming dangerous in the bad weather.  Councillor Thomson mentioned that the Parish Steward now undertakes the repair of potholes.

1192/08 - FOOTPATH IN MILBOURNE

Councillor Gaye said he was pleased that the footpaths had now been tidied in Milbourne.

1193/08 - BT PAY PHONES

The Chairman explained details of a scheme issued by BT in which you are able to adopt a redundant Box.  This is progressing by the Chairman who hopes to be able to adopt a Phone Box without the internal equipment.

1194/08 - PARISH PLANS

The Devizes Meeting to discuss the structure of Parish Plans was recently cancelled at Devizes.  The Parish Plan advisor who attended our Meeting previously will visit a
Parish Council Meeting in the future.

1195/08 - REDROW HOMES PROPOSAL FOR THE SOUTH ROUNDABOUT

The Chairman reported that he has been approached by Redrow Homes with a request to adopt maintenance and planting of the South Roundabout.  At present this Roundabout costs the Council £681 plus VAT to maintain for the year.

Redrow Homes have proposed they plant red flowers and also install their Company advertisement signs.

After much discussion - questions were raised - How long would Redrow wish to maintain this Roundabout.  Would they leave it in its original state when handing it back to our Council for us to re-adopt and look for another sponsor.

Councillor Thomson said that there is an established procedure with NWDC concerning signs and permission and suggested we contact Sally Barnett to check the recommendations.
The Chairman said he would ask for the daffodils to remain as planted.
It was suggested we request further details and also ask for a planting scheme.

The Chairman asked for Council views - with the exception of Councillor Pym all appeared favourable to the idea.  The Chairman will investigate this further.

1197/08 - AREA 1 COMMITTEE - Councillor Lee said he had attended a Meeting of the Area Board on 17th September at Malmesbury when various permitted grants were discussed.  The grant release dates are October and December.

Councillor Thomson suggested we identify, specify  and prioritise rather than generalise matters in our Parish that need funding and to then raise and forward issues.

The Chairman said he wished to support :-

1 .The new Primary Care Trust Surgery and that we have a responsibility to assist.

2. Hedges and ditches in our parish requiring attention.

3. To send a Representative to the District Council.

4.  To monitor Police, Education and Social Services.

5.  To enhance the Community and Village feeling.

6.  To reduce light pollution/ and to switch street lamps off.

Councillor Thomson suggested that the former Burton Hill House School could be used by the Primary Care Trust as additional accommodation for extra care homes.
The Chairman thanked all for their input and support.  It was suggested by 

Councillor Ingham that a Working Group be formed to discuss all raised issues.

1198/08 - PATIENTS PARTICPIATION GROUP

Councillor Vincent stated that more Units are now open at the Primary Care Centre but there are staffing problems and intial problems with medical beds - but that in general things are getting there.  Mr.R. Clarke has been given a list of missing items donated by the League of Friends to the former Hospital.

1199/08 - MALMESBURY JOINT BURIAL COMMITTEE

Councillor Ingham reported that he attended a Meeting last week and that the Parish Council and Burial Committee Agreement expires in April.

1200/08 - TREASURERS REPORT

Councillor Ingham said that all is well with the Audit.  We have received  a query from the Auditor regarding our financial reserves - and assured the them of our intended projects ie the proposed new Notice Boards and general Parish Council improvements.  Councillor Ingham requested the Clerk update the Receipts and Payments book for each Parish Council Meeting.  We have requested monthly
Bank Statements instead of quarterly from Barclays.
