HIGHWAYS

Councillor Hatherell prepared a report in his absence for the Chairman to read :-

Grit Bins - have been requested for the entrances into Monks Park, The Primary Care 

Centre and along Common Road on the very sharp bend towards Lower West Farm.

A further request is for the hard standing by the Church in Corston.

Mr. Beaven has asked for specific details on the blocked drains at Rodbourne.also causing much concern is the spring that floods the road at Gauzebrook, Rodbourne.

The Chairman requested that the Clerk contact Mr. Beaven and ask for a site meeting

to enable all areas needing attention to be identified correctly.  It is hoped that perhaps

the Chairman, Councillor Barton, Councillor Payne and Councillor Hatherell may be able to attend.

The footpath between Burton Hill and Corston is not considered by Highways as a priority matter.  Councillor Hatherell stressed that this is a valued and well used footpath and stressed that we should like this footpath maintained to a reasonable standard.  Highways have agreed to ask the parish Steward to weedkill the path and also use the Unimog to clear as much vegetation as possible.

Concerning the Flood Programme - It was agreed Kingway Bridge and also the 

Layby area on the Malmesbury Bypass should be mentioned.

AREA BOARD - COUNCILLOR LEE

Councillor Lee reported that he recently attended a MVCAP meeting and that it was

unfortunately poorly attended - topics covered were Police input.
Councillor Lee said that the Area Board were considering the use of face to face 

Electronic Kiosks to avoid people attending personally.

Councillor Lee reported that the deadline for fund applications is 31st January 2011.
Councillor Lee also mentioned that Gel Sacks are now available for areas susceptible

Councillor Lee expressed his disappointment on the comments made by our Council on the street light reduction scheme.  It was suggested by Councillor Budgen that 

Councillors should each identify any area in their ‘patch’ that would benefit from 

street light reduction.
