The Chairman welcomed and thanked all for attending this Meeting.

1228/08 - OPEN FORUM

There are no members of the public present at this Meeting.

Councillor Budgen reported that the Police Cones were now in place in Arches Lane due to restrictive parking spaces at the Primary Health Care Trust. It is hoped the situation will improve soon and normal parking will be resumed.

1229/08 - POLICE INPUT

The Police were unfortunately not present at this Meeting.

The Chairman said he wished to query about the very tragic accident that happened recently near the Hullavington Hangars.

1230/08 - CHAIRMAN’S ANNOUNCEMENTS

The Amendments to Bus Travel Timetables were handed out concerning the Chippenham route and connecting buses.

The Notice Board at Milbourne - The Chairman expressed dismay at the list of our Meeting dates being removed - this Notice will be displayed again.

The NWDC Carol Service to be held on Sunday 7th December 08 at 6.30 pm - The 

Chairman suggested an early arrival.

1231/08 - DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST - There were no declarations of interest.

1232/08 - MINUTES OF THE LAST MEETING

Amendment on 1205/08 should read Carol Service and not Concert.

1210/08 should have read Illex House is not part of Councillor Budgen’s property.

Councilor Budgen reported that to date there is no further progress on this - but that he would follow this up.

The Minutes were then signed as a true and correct record.

1233/08 - MATTERS ARISING
The new Parish Council Website address will be supplied by Councillor Hatherell.

The Proposed Social Evening - Councillor Hatherell supplied the Council with two options - after discussion it was decided to choose the venue in our Parish which is the Radnor Arms Corston.  The suggested date and time is Wednesday 14th January at 7.30 for 8.00.  Menus will be obtained by Councillor Hatherell.

The Chairman extended grateful thanks to Councillor Hatherell for arranging this.

It is hoped all will be able to attend.

1234/08 - TREES AND SHRUBS OVERGROWN AT CORSTON

The overgrown foliage has now been cut back satisfactorily.

1235/08 - BT PAYPHONE IN MILBOURNE

The Chairman reported the necessary forms have been completed and are being processed.

1236/08 - THE PRIORY ROUNDABOUT - REDROW HOMES

The Chairman reported that Wilts County Council have now accepted responsibility for maintenance work/costs and will commence mowing in April.  The Chairman has contacted Redrow Homes who will now deal directly with WCC concerning the proposed sponsorship arrangement.
1237/08 - THE NOTICE BOARDS

Councillor Ingham reported that unfortunately there is no available funding available for grants and we will have to wait until next year when funds are re-issued. 

Discussion will take place over the winter months ready for grant application next year.

1238/08 - DEVELOPMENT CONTROL

Councillor Panting queried as to whether the Planning Department would be moved from Chippenham when the new Unitory Council is in operation.  The Chairman replied the policies would be centralised - but he thought the Offices would remain the Chippenham.

1239/08 - OFFICIAL OPENING OF THE PRIMARY CARE CENTRE

The New Primary Care Centre is to officially opened by HRH Prince Charles 

on Friday 21st November 2008 and will be attended also by the Chairman and members of this Parish Council.

1240/08 - THE PEDESTRIAN CROSSING AT BURTON HILL

The Chairman reported that he has received several complaints about the crossing and although it is considered to be in the most suitable place and satisfies all WCC requirements - it is not considered safe as cars travel too fact when leaving the Priory Roundabout.

The Chairman stated that he has registered expressed his concerns and reported to Clarence -  that the vision obscuring post of the East side of the crossing should be removed.  He also mentioned concerns of some of the elderly people using the crossing, as to whether the traffic had seen them, and would stop for them.  
1241/08 - TREASURERS REPORT - COUNCILLOR INGHAM
There is £     682.18 to hand on the Business Current Account

There is £19,797.72 to hand on the Business Premium Account

Councillor Ingham reported that the Reserves would change at the end of March 2009.  All Councillors were supplied with a draft Precept document which shows a 5.48 increase on last year - much of this increase is due to inflation.

Councillor Ingham requested that Councillors please study this draft Precept document ready for discussion at the Precept Meeting on 18th December 2008.

1242/08 - THE BURIAL COMMITTEE

Councillor Ingham explained details from an internal memo from the Town Clerk
Indicating an increase in the Service Level Agreement at £12,455 - an increase of around £4,000.

Much concern and discussion was expressed at this unexpected increase, which would mean our Council would be paying an extra £718.

The Chairman asked for a vote on our Options.  It was agreed we should request more detailed information, state that in general we are not pleased with the increase and that we would draw the additional increase from our Reserves and not add to our Precept.
The Chairman suggested we form a working group to study and discuss the new forthcoming Service Level Agreement.

The Chairman extended grateful thanks to Councillor Ingham for supplying and preparing these figures and also proposed an Agenda item of an Honarium for the work undertaken by the Treasurer - Councillor Ingham.

Councillor Ingham will discuss these all of these matters with Councillor Vernon.

The Chairman said he would investigate facts from other Burial Committees prior to the signing of the Service Level Agreement.

1245/08 - HIGHWAYS

Couillor Hatherell requested a list of works for the Parish Steward :-

The Pavement opposite the Primary Care Centre is overgrown and needs leaf and weed clearing.  The area towards Parliament Row is also slippery due to wet leaves.

It was suggested a letter of thanks be sent to Highways about the recent work done to Common Road - it was generally agreed it is much improved and appreciated.
Councillor Hatherell said that he had again requested for the road signs in our Parish to be kept clean.  The matter of vehicles parked on the highway at Filands has been passed on to Sally Bennett.
The signs at Grange Lane have been stolen motorists are being misled - a new sign will be requested.   Councillor Hatherell will report these matters to Highways.

Councillor Pym spoke to The Chairman and has said she intends to meet with         Sus Trans with a view to trying to find out exactly what is happening with this proposed new Cycleway project.
1247/08 - AREA 1 BOARD - COUNCILLOR LEE

Councillor Lee recently attended an Area 1 Board Meeting and reported that a series of projects will be financed.  There was also a presentation on HGV’s.  The HGV route through Malmesbury to Sherston was described as unacceptable - although there is no alternative and the only answer would be to finalise the proposed By-pass.
