1203/08 - OPEN FORUM

1204/08 - POLICE INPUT - PC MAULE

PC Maule introduced himself to our Parish Council and said he was pleased to report that at present there is not a lot of crime happening apart from the unfortunately damaged cars in Parliament Row recently.

PC Maule stated that he thought our Neighbourhood Watch was excellently organised in Corston.
The WOMAD Festival was mentioned and it was considered by all that this event was perfectly organised and the local residents were really pleased and happy with the event.

The Chairman reported that there is to be local Police/Residents Meeting at 14 Monks Park, Milbourne on 4th November 2008 and PC Bowden will attend.

1205/08 - CHAIRMAN’S ANNOUNCEMENTS

There is to be a Carol Service at Malmesbury Abbey on Sunday 7th December at 6.30pm.  The Chairman of NWDC Councillor Ian Henderson personally invited all members of the Parish Council to attend as his guests.  The Chairman explained this is to be the last Carol Service of NWDC and will be a farewell Concert.  After the Service mulled wine will be served at at the Town Hall.

                                                    MATTERS ARISING

1209/08 - TREES AND SHRUBS OVERGROWN AT CORSTON

Councillor Hatherell reiterated his comment about the trees overgrowing the wall at Gable House Corston.  A letter will be sent.  Councillor Ingham is also prepared to have a word with the houseowner.

1210/08 - THE CORNER AT LITTLE INGLEBURN

Councillor Webb mentioned the large tree pushing out the wall bordering Little Ingleburn.  Councillor Budgen said that this is his property and he is currently exchanging correspondence with NWDC to establish ownership of the tree and that the tree is currently the subject of a TPO.  Councillor Budgen promised to chase this matter and to keep the Council informed.

1211/08 - THORNHILL FARM

Councillor Pym recently met with Judy Jones and the clearing of the Bridleway has now commenced.

1212/08 MINTONS - THE PROPOSED BRIDLEWAY

Councillor Pym reported that the Civic Trust are aware of the £25,000 Grant.  Sustrans have been contacted and the project is starting very slowly. Unless the capital allocated of £25,000 has been spent by 2012 - it will be lost.

The Chairman thanked Councillor Pym for her input on this proposed Cowbridge to Baskerville Bridleway.

1213/08 - BT PAYPHONE AT MILBOURNE

The Chairman reported that the residents pf Milbourne are keen to retain this Phone Box. It is hoped to purchase the payphone for a nominal sum of £1 - details are yet to be finalised.

1214/08 - PARISH PLANS

The Chairman suggested we liase with Councillor Ingham at the next Meeting for an update.

It is hoped to install a Brown Sign indicating Corston Pond and also to repair one seat and install a third seat there.

The Chairman said he would like to install a new wooden seat at Milbourne to replace the broken one.

It is hoped that light pollution can be reduced.

Laybys / Passing Bays are hoped for in Common Road.
The Chairman stressed he would like to see utilisation reviewed on the new extra care flats at the former Malmesbury Hospital site.

1215/08 - THE REDROW PROPOSAL TO ADOPT PRIORY ROUNDABOUT

The Chairman said he had been communicating with W. C. C. and there is an ongoing situation as to establishing whose responsibility it is to maintain this Roundabout.
Councillor Hatherell stressed that after care of the Roundabout is very important as it has always looked so nice in the past and we do not wish standards to drop.

1216/08 - DITCHES

Councillor Payne said he was pleased that the ditch from Kingway Bridge to Corston has now been re-dug.
