                               1173/08 - PARISH STEWARD

Councillor Hatherell said he had given a detailed list of jobs requiring attention in our Parish - Drains needing clearance, Footpath clearing in Milbourne and Corston.

The Chairman urged Councillors to contact Councillor Hatherell with any other areas requiring work for the next visit  which is on 15th and 16th September 08.

Areas reported to date - are Swindon Road and Monks Park.  We will ask for the briars and brambles to be cut back that overhang the walk from Barley Close down to the Town Bridge.

                     1174/08 - HIGHWAYS AND FOOTPATHS

Councillor Budgen reported that the Parking in Arches Lane is being closely monitored by the residents who contact the Police regularly if there are parking problems.

The Chairman said that Barley Close has been mentioned in the NWDC Working Group and suggested that we ask the NW Officers to come and view the area.
The new road surface has been laid through Corston - to date we have not received a reply to our letter requesting that the White Lines be

repainted.

The trees and shrubs by the Gables in Corston on the right turn into Mill Lane are overhanging and causing visibility problems.  Also there are overhanging trees on the property next to the Old Chapel on the main road.  Letters will be sent accordingly.
The Pedestrian Crossing by the Priory Roundabout is considered by some to be too close to the Roundabout - Councillor Budgen pointed out that it satisfies all WCC Highway criteria.  

The footpath from Thornhill Farm to Arches Farm needs walking to check  for obstructions.

A request to move the 30 mph hour sign off the Foxley Road to Malmesbury was raised - The Chairman suggested we consider a pre-warning sign there.
