1151 - HIGHWAYS AND FOOTPATHS

Councillor Budgen gave a detailed report on concerns from residents at Arches Lane who are unhappy with the current parking problems caused by cars being parked there.The Police have been very helpful in placing ‘No Waiting’ Cones. \This is proving to be effective - but is only a temporary measure.
Councillor Budgen said he was concerned that when the Healthcare Centre is fully functional that this area would continue to be used as an easier parking area and the problems would obviously worsen.
Councillor Budgen proposed that we action this proposal forthwith and this was seconded by Councillor Vincent.

Councillor Vincent said she hoped this would initate and help the ongoing parking problems Barley Close has endured for many years.  It was agreed Arches Lane would be persued first, then we would action a request for double lines for Barley Close and try for residents only parking - similar to that at Cowbridge Crescent.
After much discussion - it was decided to support the residents of Arches Lane in their quest to apply for double lines there.

A letter will be sent to Highways on behalf of residents of Arches Lane.

Councillor Hatherell said that Parish Steward will be operating on 8th, 9th
& 10th July and requested that Councillors report any matter that needs attention.
