The Meeting opened at 7.00 pm.  Apologies were received.

2374/09 - DECLARATION OF INTEREST

2375/09 - OPEN FORUM :-
ROMAN COTTAGES, RODBOURNE - Councillor Lee wrote to Wiltshire Council 

as concern has been raised over the original old stone tiles being removed from the roof and replaced with modern tiles and a velux window has also been installed.  No

Planning or Building Regulations have been sought.  It was considered the response from Wiltshire Council was inadequate - a further letter will be written stating that 

the Parish Council is concerned about this situation as it is within Conservation Area.

2376/09 -NURDENS GARDEN CENTRE

To date plans have not yet been finalised - it is hoped that Mr. Nurden will attend a Parish Council Meeting when the time is right and explain in detail the future proposals.

2377/09 - POLICE INPUT - P. C. MAULE

The Chairman extended grateful thanks to PC Maule for providing the details of 

3 unfortunate fatal accidents in our Parish and 8 serious accidents.

The Chairman said he was grateful for the information provided and asked if we could have any information relating to incidents/accidents in our Parish e-mailed to the Clerk to forward on.  P. C. Maule reported that the Kebab Van on the Malmesbury Bypass has now been removed by the Police.  Councillor Hatherell asked to see a copy of Trading Regulations and expressed his worry over the visibility of vehicles whilst trading is happening in laybys.
Councillor Barton asked if speed cameras could be activated from Foxley Road as many motorists do not adhere to the 30 mph limit.
PC Maule said he would see what he could do on all the matters raised. 

The Chairman thanked PC Maule for his input and attendance.

2390/09 - PATIENTS PARTICIPATIONS GROUP - Councillor Vincent

Councillor Vincent reported that soon there are to be two new Treatment Centres one in Cirencester and one in Devizes opening in November 2009..  We also are pleased to hear that there is to be a newly built Dental Surgery at the Primary Care Centre site - it is hoped to be open within 4 - 6 weeks and will be NHS funded and application forms are available at the Surgery..

The Chairman expressed grateful thanks to Councillor Vincent for this good news.

2391/09 - WORKING GROUP AT BURNHAM HOUSE - Councillor Thomson

Councillor Thomson explained that site planning is in early stages for the Extra Care Home - he also outlined the flexibility in ownership facility for residents and for the surrounding community.

2392/09 - CORSTON AD-HOC GROUP

The area by the Reading Room, Phone Box and New Notice Board has been inspected and has overgrown shrubs and bushes there that will be dealt with by the Parish Steward.  The rubbish bin there needs to be removed as it is not emptied  regularly and is untidy and unhygienic.

The 80% Charity Status reductions is apparently not applicable - Councillor Thomson advised the Committee not to pay this amount as he felt 99.9% certain that there should be no amount to pay.

Councillor Thomson offered to take this matter up with Wiltshire Council - but advised the Committee to not pay until this has been further looked into.
