The Meeting commenced at 7.00 with the Chairman welcoming P. C. Humphries,

Mr. Hussey and Councillor Thomson.  Apologies were received from 

Councillor Vincent and Councillor Ingham.

2730/10 - OPEN FORUM

Correspondence for circulation were Community Streetwatch, Local Policing,  

The Local Film Club, Badminton Horseless Team Event, Signpost Magazine,

Community First AGM and details of a new group GROW - A Community Support Group and information on Surgery dates for MP James Gray.
The Chairman recommended a book on Cowbridge House titled the Secret War Factory.

The Chairman said he recently paid a visit to the Carting Hangar near Hullavington

 He also attended the Emergency Services Exhibtion and reported to be very good and suggested a letter of thanks be sent as money raised will be handed to Charity.

The Red Telephone Kiosk newly adopted by our Parish will be shelved and utilized as a book collection and drop off point for residents.  Councillor Merriman kindly offered to do this

Street Limit Review - WCC have now informed us that the speed restrictions will remain as before therefore no changes are to be made.

2731/10 - POLICE INPUT -  P. C. HUMPHRIES

The Chairman thanked P. C. Humphries for attending.

P. C. Humphries said that the new Neighbourhood Watch Leaflet is very useful.

2732/10 - SPEEDING IN CORSTON - MR.HUSSEY

Mr. Hussey revealed that the recent Metro Count showed that 85% of vehicles travelling through the Village are driving at 38 mph.  The Metro Count was sited 10 

Metres away from the flashing warning sign and Mr. Hussey said that people now acknowledge there is a problem.

Mr. Hussey asked if the Parish Council would support a Community Speedwatch 
Proposal.  This matter was discussed at length by all present, with Councillor Hatherell expressing his reservations.  Councillor Lee suggested this proposal be supported.

A vote took place with 5 in favour, 1 objection and 3 abstaining.  The vote was carried and Mr. Hussey offered to be a Team Leader.
It was heard that the device could be shared throughout the Parish and used in other areas troubled by speeding vehicles - such as Burton Hill.

Miranda Gilmour will be informed accordingly.

2733/10 - SUSTRANS PROPOSED CYCLEWAY -  MR ALISTAIR MILLINGTON

Mr. Millington provided all Councillors with the Feesibility Study Booklet prior ro the Meeting.

Mr. Millington said that in April he had spoken to two landowners about utilising their land for the proposed Cycleway  - Landowner ‘A’ was not prepared to sell land but is now prepared to look at the proposal. and Landowner ‘B’ has not responded.

Concern was expressed because in October there will only be 8 months remaining 

To release the capital from the Section 106 Agreement and we are no further forward.
Mr. Millington said he had attended a Meeting with Malmesbury Town Council and that the Council would agree to a formal presentation with a view to fund raising and a willingness to take on ownership.

Mr. Millington said that the landowners may lease their land for the Cycleway - if they were not prepared to sell - this may be an alternative option.

The second issue raising concern is that the required route needs to be completed by May 2011 - and because there is insufficient funding to build the route  - Legal advice should be sought by the Sustrans Solicitor to avoid money being spent and then clawed back by Redrow Homes

The Chairman queried that if the Cycleway was going to cost as much as £200,000 - where would the remainder of the capital come from - Mr. Millington said that the 

Proposal would consist of phases - land acquisition, planning permissions and then materials.  Lottery match funding was suggested and also grants are available from 

Community First and Area Board.  It was agreed that although it is a big target - it may be do-able and that Little Somerford may wish to be involved.
The Chairman expressed his concern over the high costings and asked Mr. Millington

how these costs could be so high - when we were all aware that there was £25,000

allocated - and why were the costings so high -  when the first half of the Cycleway is already quite acceptable as a cycleway - although the 2nd half is not.

Councillor Thomson suggested that it is very important for the community to benefit and that the Area Board could be most helpful.

Councillor Pym has kindly offered to personally speak with the landowners and 

Mr. Millington will also be present.

Further discussions will take place with Malmesbury Town Council and

Mr. Millington will attend our October Meeting and hopes for a more positive response from ‘A’ and ‘B’ landowners.

2735/10 - CORSTON WAR MEMORIAL

The Chairman reported that the suggested Memorial Plaque for the Church was not favoured, however it is considered that a Memorial Plaque fixed and displayed on the 

actual Memorial Cross would be acceptable - the Chairman will look into this further.

2736/10 - THE NOTICE BOARD - COMMON ROAD

Councillor Pym said a new combination lock has been fixed by Mr. Inwards.

2737/10 - THE PARISH COUNCIL WEBSITE

Councillor Hatherell said that the Website may continue for I more year as we   may be informed of community changes.  The Chairman thanked Councillor Hatherell

in maintaining and updating this.

2738/10 - HIGHWAY REPORT - COUNCILOR HATHERELL

Weeds and brambles have been cleared at Cowbridge.  

The pavement between Corston and Malmesbury has been tidied although more work is necessary there.
At Gauzebrook - the drain Technician and Engineer will investigate.

The Bus Shelter by the BP Garage has been cleaned.

Councillor Hatherell said that the Parish Stewards are now adopting a more pro-active approach and will find and fix faults without the necessity of a report being filed first.

2739/10 - GRANT AWARENESS TO IMPROVE COUNTRYSIDE ACCESS

There is a new grant scheme named Path Improvement Grant Scheme (PIGS)

Ms. Ann Skinner suggested the path between Corston and Malmesbury as a 

Cycleway.  The Burton Hill pavement was suggested also.

Councillor Pym mentioned the potholes in the passing bays at Common Road and 

requested that they will filled/attended to prior to the winter.

2740/10 - STREET NAMING - Councillor Thomson

Councillor Thomson said that Wiltshire Council is taking over the naming of new streets - this is to simplify the system.
2741/10 - VOLUNTARY SERVICES IN OUR AREA

The Chairman reported that any requests for the Queens Award needs to be in by the end of September.

2742/10 - LIGHT POLLUTION

Applications for areas needing to reduce light pollution need to be submitted by the end of September.  Councillor Thomson said funds are available for 500 lamps.
It was agreed that Burton Hill by the Primary Care Centre is overlit as it the area on the By-pass by the Garage and also the offices of Persimmon Homes.  It was agreed that many housing estates are overlit also.  A report should be submitted by the end of September.
