READING ROOM PLAY AREA

The Chairman thanked the group for the outstanding and impressive summary outlining hopes and proposals for the play area.
Mrs. E. Marriage spoke of the newly formed group named CPIG and mentioned that as yet no design has been formalised and the budget is open. The Chairman advised

a group be formalised with an appointed Treasurer. Councillor Ingham endorsed this and mentioned that grants are more accessible by independent group applications.

Councillor Ingham suggested a formal working plan for the way ahead.

The Chairman gave the example of the Charlton Play area which has been much improved by grants.  

Councillor Gaye suggested that perhaps the parish Council may be able to match fund.

The Chairman replied that Prince William for the Diamond Jubilee funding available for open sites and that perhaps this may be a way forward.
It was agreed that the Area Boards may have funds available and to show 

commitment and willingness -local fund raising events would help.  The Reading Room have already donated £500 and also the Parish Council has capital reserves allocated for the play area.

It was agreed the group will be formalised and would work in conjunction with the Reading Room. and the Parish Council - in the future it is hoped that additional car parking spaces me be created.
The Chairman thanked the residents from Corston for attending our Meeting and the splendid summary.

                                MATTERS ARISING

20/11 - DIMMING OF STREET LAMPS

Councillor Lee queried as to whether we had put our request in for lamp light reduction.  The Chairman replied we would endeavour to do this by distributing flyers to households asking residents “If you would like street lights dimmed in your area then please contact the Parish Council”. It was agreed the Chairman would draft the exact details and the clerk would print and to be delivered around the Parish.
21/11 - HIGHWAYS - SITE VISIT

Councillor Payne met with Mr. Beavan and his colleague and they visited the

problem drain areas in Rodbourne and road holes - photos were taken
accordingly. Mr. Beavan stressed that the water springs are very difficult to deal with as after work done the spring usually re-appears.  Mr. Beavan said he hoped that the matters raised would be dealt with in time.

Mr. Beavan also promised to look on the Ordinance Survey Map - the area of Bishop Roger Lane regarding our request for a street name sign.
The Chairman expressed grateful thanks to Councillor Payne for attending this site

meeting.

22/11 - MILBOURNE TREE FELLING UPDATE

Deborah Clogg our Tree Warden has replied that there was no Tree Preservation Order on this tree - therefore no restriction on it being felled.

23/11 - SUSTRANS UPDATE

Councillor Pym said she was hoping for suitable dates from Mr. Millington to discuss the possible land sale for the cycleway with the farmer.  

Councillor Pym mentioned that she had spoken to Mr. Millington and that it is possible to apply for  Deed of Variation for a longer period of time to protect the

allocated £25,000.

Councillor Pym said she would continue to liase withMr. Millington and will continue to negotiate with the farmer.

It was considered that if the small area of railway track is purchased from the farmer then it would be publicly owned and could be joined up with the footpath ansd would be a huge amenity for the Parish.  A letter was drafted by Councillor Pym for the Clerk to send to Mr. Millington.
The Chairman expressed gratitude to Councillor Pym and queried as to why Sustrans were not working to resolve this situation.  The Chairman also expressed his concern

that the Section 106 Agreement of  £25,000 was granted to the Parish Council and should not be used by the Town Council.
24/11 - FENCING AT RODBOURNE RAIL

Councillor Payne said that this area is being worked on and when completed the fence will be re-instated and that Wiltshire Council area aware of this,

25/11 - NOTICE BOARDS

The two additional boards have now been ordered and the delivery address is to be decided.
