OPEN FORUM

Councillor Merriman mentioned the need for a litter bin on the Milbourne corner where there are new benches.  The Chairman said this matter is in hand.

Councillor Hatherell mentioned that the Bus Shelters are in dire need of a good clean.

Councillor Payne reported that the Chestnut tree by the Corston War Memorial 

obstructing visibility - Councillor Hatherell said he would report this to the Parish Steward.
86/11 - POLICE INPUT - P. C. HUMPHRIES

It was heard that  P. C. Drury Maule is unwell and off work for a few weeks. 

P. C. Humphries mentioned that resources are stretched especially with the oncoming WOMAD Festival at the end of July.

The Community Speedwatch programme is progressing in Corston and Startley.

P. C. Humphries said that the ongoing issue of misuse of the Fosseway by Easton Grey will continue to be a priority matter.

The Chairman thanked P. C. Humphries for his attendance and report.

P. C. Humphries left the Meeting.

87/11 - CONGRATULATIONS TO COUNCILLOR PYM

All were very pleased to hear that Councillor Pym has been awarded an MBE

for services to the community.  All were very pleased and proud to congratulate.

Councillor Pym replied it was an honour and also a surprise.

88/11 - ANCIENT AND HISTORICAL RECORDS

The Chairman said that any ancient and historical records should be handed to be stored at Swindon and Wiltshire Historical Records Office at Chippenham.
89/11 - WAR MEMORIAL AT CORSTON

The Chairman said he is still awaiting a list of the inscripted names.

90/11 - DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST

There were no Declarations of Interest.

91/11 - MINUTES OF THE LAST MEETING

The Minutes of the last meeting were signed as a true and correct record with the exception of a typing error on Page 2 the work ‘Playground’ was correct by hand by the Chairman.

92/11 - NOTICE BOARD AT COMMON ROAD

Councillor Pym said she was disappointed not be informed of prior delivery and felt the new Notice Board could be set back a little.  The old Notice Board has been left for local residents to use freely for private notices.

93/11 - THE READING ROOM COMMITTEE - COUNCILLOR HATHERELL

Councilor Hatherell reported that a Trustee Meeting was recently held for the start of the 5 Year Plan.  An e-mail distributed mentioning a parking area by the Reading Room  did cause some concern.  Councillor Hatherell suggested we have a Trustee Meeting and update - to date there has been no planning application lodged to create parking spaces - but there is a verbal understanding with Wiltshire Council.

94/11 - CORSTON PLAYFIELD - ACTIVE ACRE

The Chairman reported that he has visited the Play Area and felt that the debris around the Goalposts was untidy and the nets not very serviceable, The Chairman said he felt that the old wood should be completely replaced..  The two protruding metal pieces have since been removed.  Willis Brothers have removed the wooden

seesaw as it is too old and worn to be repaired.

Mrs. Marriage spoke of the Terms of Reference being agreed. -  Mrs Marriage asked the Parish Council for written support and agreement, and also written assurance that any equipment sited will be maintained by the Parish Council.
The Chairman agreed the parish Council would document a letter of Constitution for Active Acre.

A query has been received from Ms Ann Skinner requesting that an area of the playing field be exempt from mowing to encourage wild flowers.  A map will be obtained from Ms. Skinner so that we can ask A. W. Services to honour this.

95/11 - CHAIRMAN’S ANNOUNCEMENTS

The Chairman said he was delighted to report that the Pond at Corston was in the 

Top three for the Marsh Award.
96/11 - PARISH COUNCIL WEBSITE

Councillor Hatherell said he had been managing the Parish Council Website since

May 2008 and that it is updated every month with Minutes of Meetings and photos of local interest.  To access it - Google and then type in our parish Council title.

Councillor Hatherell said that the community website is funded until the end of August - the current one managed by Councillor Hatherell is totally free of charge.

It was agreed that the website was running and functioning well and that to change would not necessarily improve on what we currently have- Councillor Budgen suggested that perhaps a sub-committee may be formed in the future.

The Chairman thanked Councillor Hatherell for his commitment and work undertaken on the website and suggested we may keep the matter as an Agenda item.

Councillor Pym suggested we could advertise the website on our Notice Boards.,

The Chairman instructed the Clerk to print a notice to this effect.

97/11 - LIGHTS OUT SURVEY

The replies received from the survey showed that most are in favour of dimming

lights.  Councillor Hatherell suggested that we select which lamps should be dimmed as some areas in our Parish are quite dark.  The Chairman said that the lamps would be phased out gradually.

98/11 - RODBOURNE ROAD EMBANKMENT

Wiltshire Council stated that there had not been a pre contractural survey taken out with the Contractors.  Councillor Barton and Councillor Payne offered to try and speak to the local Contract Manager and also will obtain contact details for the Clerk to write directly to the Contractors.

99/11 - SUSTRANS

Councillor Pym reported that Councillor Thomson as drawn together all involved in the proposed cycleway at Cowbridge.  It was agreed that Councillor Pym be nominated as our Representative, unfortunately Councillor Pym is unable to attend the pre-arranged Meeting on 19th July at 6.pm in the Library - The Chairman will attend

this Meeting and mentioned that Mayor Steve Cox is now involved as this is part of his mayoral appeal.

100/11 - QUEEN ELIZABTH 2ND JUBLIEE YEAR

It was hoped we could nominate the Play Area at Corston but unfortunately as we do not own the Play Field are unable to do so.

101/11 -CORRESPONDENCE
The Chairman read out contents of a letter from a Common Road resident inquiring as to whether the Parish Council could :-
a)
Would the Parish Council contribute to mowing costs

b)
Would the Parish Council pay for a tree to be planted. 

c)
Would the Parish Council donate a bench to be sited. 

It was agreed that the difficulty there is that some of the area is on a slope - there were no adverse comments on the planting of a tree.  Hinwoods Nursery may be approached about costings..
The Chairman said he felt the Parish Council would be agreeable to provide a bench.

Councillor Hatherell said he would ask if the Parish Steward would cut this piece of land - if not then we would ask   A. W. Services.

Councillor Pym will discuss the positioning of the bench with the residents.

It was stressed that any shrub planting must be low growing to keep visibility clear.

 A letter of reply will be sent in due course.

102/11 -  THE LOCALISM BILL  -  MALMESBURY TOWN COUNCIL

Councillor Budgen explained that our Parish area, Brokenborough and Malmesbury Town Council have been suggested to amalgamate as a Neighbourhood Pilot Project.
Councillor Budgen said that the Town Council are asking the Parish Council for 

Support and if and when the Neighbourhood Group is established we would have a stronger say. 

 The Chairman said he was not agreeable to the ratios set out for each area., and said that if and when this plan is set up the it would go to a referendum.

After much discussion it was agreed we await the formal proposal with the first stages being a steering group to iron out any issues.

It was agreed that this matter should be raised as an Agenda item and a hard copy be sent to all Councillors not on e-mail a decision needs to be reached by 29th June 2011.

After much discussion and deliberation it was agreed the Parish Council would 

conditionally support this proposal.  Proposed by Councillor Pym and seconded by

Councillor Barton - The Chairman will draft a letter accordingly.
103/11 - TREASURERS REPORT

Councillor Ingham sent apologies for this Meeting - in his absence The Chairman 

requested that the Accounts be signed for approval.  The Accounts are to be inspected by an External Auditor.  The Accounts were duly approved and signed.
