The Meeting opened at 7.00 pm.  Apologies were received.

2376/09 - DECLARATION OF INTEREST

Councillor Pym Declared an interest in Portmeadow House Plannning Application and also regarding the proposed diversion of Footpaths No 19 and 20.
2377/09 - WOMAD

The Chairman welcomed comments regarding the WOMAD Festival.  It was agreed by all present that all was perfectly organised and reasonable and public comments were favourable.  The Chairman reported he had received one complaint from Mrs. Warmisham who lives opposite where the Ticket Box was operating and a high lamp had been installed - The Chairman said he had spoken with Mrs. Warmisham and advised that she contact the Licensing Authority and WCC.

2378/09 - PROPOSAL FOR NURDENS GARDEN CENTRE

The Chairman spoke of the recent press coverage on the proposed application and said that the Parish Council were keen on this application for development 10 years ago when it was refused due to being outside the Structure Plan.  It is now within the 

Structure Plan and it is hoped Mr. Nurden will attend our next Meeting when the  finalized plans can be discussed.

2379/09 - GYPSIES AT MILBOURNE LANE

The Chairman reported that the Gypsies had moved in the vicinity of Milbourne Lane 

and that the Local Police were very pro-active in dealing with the situation and that they moved on after 24 hours.

2380/09 - PC MAULE - POLICE INPUT

The Chairman warmly welcomed PC Maule to our Meeting who informed the Council that crime statistics show that crime figures are now down in Wiltshire.

The Chairman thanked the Police for their swift dealing of the Gypsies at Milbourne and PC Maule stated that they were on the way to travelling to the Dorset Steam Fair and the Milbourne site was just an overnight stop.

PC Maule mentioned that local Churches are unfortunately being attacked in Wiltshire.

The Chairman mentioned that we have had four fatal accidents recently and asked if there was any lobbying that could be done to prevent any similar situations.  PC Maule said he would try and obtain further details on these sad fatal accidents.

2309/09 - HARMONISATION CONCESSIONARY TRAVEL

It is being considered to abolish the concessionary Travel Tokens currently available for Senior Citizens.  The Chairman expressed his concern - and said there is a genuine need for this system and that he would personally write a letter to that effect.

2310/09 - NEW PARKING PROPSALS IN MALMESBURY
There are to be new Parking Regulations through the Town and outskirts.  Residents have asked that the consultation time be extended.  The Chairmam mentioned that we are pleased that Arches Lane will be double yellow lined and 
 that we are happy with the proposed changes in our Parish.  Any persons wishing to make comments should do so personally - Advice Notices have been displayed throughout the Town and surrounding areas.

It was noted that there are still 2 Disabled parking Spaces designated for those users visiting the former Gable House Surgery . 

2311/09 - VACANCY ON OUR PARISH COUNCIL

We have been informed by Wiltshire Council that there have been no requests for a ballot for the Vacancy and that it is now acceptable for us to co-opt.  Posters will be printed and displayed through the Parish.  The Chairman asked that Councillors would consider any person that they may feel suitable for this position.  The closing date will be the end of October - applications may be sent to the Clerk.  An advert will be placed on our Parish Council Blog by Councillor Hatherell.

2312/09 - CHAIRMAN’S ANNOUNCEMENTS

The Chairman said we have a most superior new Notice Board in Milbourne which has been much admired.  A new Notice Board will soon be installed in Corston.
The Chairman expressed concern about the area by the Reading Rooms which looks dowdy and untidy.  Councillor Hatherell said that some while ago plans were drawn for 2 car parking spaces there.  It was suggested that we could apply for an Area 1 Grant for this area.

2313/09 - REDROW HOMES - Sir Bernard Lovell Road

The Chairman was pleased to say that Sir Bernard Lovell hopes to officially open the road named after him.  A Ceremony is hoped for on Friday 7th November - invitations will be sent out and it is hoped the Press will attend.

2314/09 - INVITATION TO SALISBURY CATHEDRAL

The Chairman said 3 Councillors and partners have been invited to attend the Dedication Service on Sunday 11th October 2009.  Please contact the Chairman if interested.
2315/09 - MINUTES OF 16TH JULY 2009

The Minutes were signed as a true and correct record with the addition of item 2363/09 when it should have read Footpath sign at Common Road.  The Minute Book was amended by the Chairman.

2356/09 - BARLEY CLOSE PARKING QUESTIONAIRRE

Councillor Budgen and Councillor Vincent distributed a letter to all residents asking if they wished to pay the required £90 per year for Residents Parking.  There were only 6 supporting letters - 6 Letters against the idea and 28 did not reply.  Therefore due to the lack of positive interest - Residents Parking will not be persued.
