2289/09 - HIGHWAYS

The Chairman asked Councillor Pym to request that Sustrans contact the Parish Council with a progress Report in the bid to fund the proposed cycleway.  Councillor Pym said she would persue this and ask for a progress report.

Councillor Ingham said that the Service Level Agreement has now been agreed by both parties and that it is similar to the previous one and the Constitution was agreed.
2291/09 AREA 1 BOARD

The Chairman has received a Calender of Meeting Dates for the Area 1 Board.

2292/09 - BURTON HILL MEETING GROUP

It was concluded that there is no need for future Meetings unless a special problem occurs - and the Chairman explained this was why this Working Group was set up initially to discuss parking issues, future of the Bus Shelter and Milbourne Green improvements. The Chairman said he proposed to send a letter to residents about the serious issue of dog fouling.  Councillor Budgen asked if a Dog Fouling Bin could be installed - this was unlikely as NWDC were not siting any more at present.
2293/09 - ATHELSTAN MUSEUM FINANCIAL REQUEST

Councillor Pym gave a very detailed report on the Museum and its attributes to the Town and said it is an amazing achievement and an excellent amenity and is child friendly and there is a wealth of history in the area. Councillor Ingham supported 

These comments and said he felt it was not a charity but a facility.  Councillor Lee said he was against giving any funds to the Town.

After much discussion - Councillor Payne suggested that we could make this years £100 donation and consider future donations.  Councillor Budgen said that we could review the situation each year and judge each request on its merit.
The Chairman warned that the motion should not in itself change our current policy.

Councillor Pym proposed that we donate £100 to Athelstan Museum and note this is an exception to our Policy.  This proposal was seconded by Councillor Gaye.
Votes showed 5 in favour - 2 against and 1 abstained.
