HIGHWAYS

The path at Burton Hill has been swept and tidied - but requires a good tidyup.

The Chairman  reported the gate at Blicks Hill has yet again been damaged - this is ongoing and the Chairman suggested we request a metal gate there.

The Chairman thanked Councillor Hatherell for liasing with the Parish Steward and handed the new Parish Steward Programme.

A letter from WCC has been sent stating that owners of adjacent ditches to their land are responsible for the maintenance thereof.  A suggested draft advisory letter has been drafted for Clerks to send out to anyone not knowingly maintaining their ditches.

A second draft advisory letter was also issued on overhanging branches and hedges.

2309/09 - REQUEST FOR A LITTER BIN BY THE BURTON HILL BUS STOP

The Clerk received a phone call request from the Primary Care Centre Surgery asking for a bin to be positioned there.  The Chairman replied to this request that we will endeavour to place a Bin there - with the Parish Council details on.  The Chairman said that the Council Dustcart will empty the bin as it will be on route.

The Clerk will inquire on the cost of bins and preferred suppliers -  CPD was a suggested supplier.

2310/09 - BARLEY CLOSE SWEEPING 

Councillor Budgen said that the state of Barley Close/ walkthrough area towards Arches Lane is very poor and littered.  The Chairman said the area is scheduled for cleaning twice a year and said the situation would be assessed.

2311/09 - SUGGESTED PARKING FOR RESIDENTS OF BARLEY CLOSE

A proposed parking scheme has been requested for residents of Barley Close in that residents would have designated fixed parking areas at a cost of £90 per year.  Councillor Vincent expressed concern about this because when a previous survey was undertaken - many residents said they would not pay the required £90 - as they did not think it fair that they should have to  pay to park outside their own homes.

The Chairman advised that Councillor Budgen mention that there may well not be total commitment from all the residents.
