2758/10 - CORSTON SPEEDWATCH

It was suggested we invite Mr. Hussey to attend our Annual Village Meeting for an update.  P. C. Humphries has agreed with Mr. Hussey two acceptable sites for 
speedwatch operators.

2759/10 - CORSTON WAR MEMORIAL

The Chairman said he had made local inquiries about the proposed plaque.

Councillor Hatherell offered to obtain some prices for a stainless steel plaque.

2760/10 - GRANT AWARENESS TO IMPROVE COUNTYSIDE ACCESS

Councillor Hatherell offered to look into this as the footpath from Corston to Burton Hill is in dire need of work and attention.

2761/10 - LIGHT POLLUTION

The Chairman said that the cost to alter each lamp is £50
