2670/10 - OPEN FORUM
Mrs. Staff mentioned falling railway scalpings from the 2 section railway bridge at Grange Lane.  She reported that she has reported the matter to a Railtrack Engineer

And also phone the Railtrack office - the situation has not been remedied - it was agreed it is dangerous to have stones falling onto the road.  Another matter is the railings by the track have been in disrepair for three years.   Highways, Railtrack and Clarence will be notified in due course.

2671/10 - CHAIRMAN’S ANNOUNCEMENTS

The Chairman said the fatal motor cyclist accident at Grange Lane was recorded by 

the Coroner -  as Death by Misadventure.

The parish Council Annual Dinner at the Radnor Arms in Corston is to be on 15th January 2010.

The Chairman said he had been to see the printer regarding Councillor and Parish Council information and the cost is likely to be about £150.

2672/10 - POLICE REPORT - P. C. Humphries

P. C. Humphries was warmly welcomed and thanked for attending this Meeting.

P. C. Humphries reported that there had recently been two burglaries in Corston.
ON 10th November there was a Speedwatch training session at the Reading Room in Corston - it was well attended and the site by the War Memorial is considered to be safe.  At present there are 2 Speedguns to be shared between 7 Villages.

Councillor Ingham requested up to date Speedwatch notices.

2673/10 - DECLARATION OF INTEREST

Councillor Budgen declared an interest in the Planning Application for the Rookery

At Burton Hill.

2674/10 - CORSTON WAR MEMORIAL

We are awaiting a report from Councillor Hatherell on the proposed plaque.

2675/10 - HIGHWAYS

P. I. G. S. - Councillor Hatherell reported prior to this Meeting that we are unable to obtain a grant for the Malmesbury to Burton Hill footpath as it is too close to the highway.  Councillor Ingham suggested that if this path were to be sprayed annually it would keep the footpath clear.

Councillor Barton expressed his concern over the drain by the bridge at Rodbourne collapsing and asked if it could be bricked around to prevent this.

Councillor Hatherell will be-mailed.

2676/10 - LIGHT POLLUTION

2677/10 - NOTICE BOARDS

on applying for a grant.

The Chairman has spoken with Mr. Inwards who considers that prior to siting the

spare notice board at Burton Hill - it needs to be weatherproof and a new backboard.

 2678/10 - CORSTON PLAY AREA REPORT - COUNCILOR GAYE

The report compiled by ROSPA has been circulated to Councillors by e-mail.

The reports disclosed that there are many hazardous areas that need direct remedial attention.  The see-saw needs immediate removal as do the damaged benches and the

perimeter fence needs direct attention.  

The Chairman asked Councillor Thomson about the Playbuilder Scheme and

Councillor Thomson said he would look into this.

It was suggested that an ‘ad hoc’ working group would be a good idea and that 

perhaps local residents involved in the petition may like to be involved.
