The Meeting opened at 7.00pm.  The Chairman welcomed all to the Meeting.

IN MEMORY OF THE LATE ALAN WEBB
Councillor Alan Webb sadly passed away on Sunday 13th March at Swindon Hospital.  Our thoughts and prayers are with the all the family.

The Chairman requested a short period of silence.

Councillor Webb had served loyally as a Parish Councillor since 

January 19th 1989 and was a very popular, helpful and knowledgeable member of our Council and his gentle presence and kindness will be very much missed by us all.
37/11 - OPEN FORUM

The Chairman reported that the Area Board has funds available for distribution

with the emphasis on groups - and this could be beneficial to C PIGS.

Mrs. Jordan a member of C PIGS reported that the group is now formally running and the last Meeting was on 10th March, Minutes of the Meeting are available.  Councillor Thomson advised C PIGS to contact Sandy Lewis of WC
for advice on funding details and also advice on support for groups.

38/11 - DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST

There were no declarations of interest.

39/11 - NECESSARY INFORMATION FOR COUNCIL INSURANCE

Our Insurance Company have requested details of any Councillor over the age of 75 years - please anyone who this may apply to kindly contact the Clerk.

40/11 - MINUTES OF THE LAST MEETING

The Chairman corrected the date of the Meeting and also crossed off 

Councillor Barton’s name as he tendered his apologies.

41/11 - LOCALISM BILL - COUNCILLOR THOMSON

Councillor Thompson reported that there is a Meeting at the Secondary School on 22nd March - it will consist of three parts - 1.  Localism Bill, 2. Planning 
Procedures, 3. Where we are in the original core strategy regarding Neighbourhood Plans. 

Councillor Thomson explained that the Localism Bill is not a charter to stop development - its object is to allow people to be well informed.

A sub-committee was proposed for Tuesday 5th April and first thoughts for consideration were compiled by Councillor Henderson.

Councillor Thomson expressed his disappointment over ‘closed door meetings’ 

about issues in our Parish being discussed  privately -  and suggested a letter be written to that effect - explaining we should like to know what is happening and be kept informed.  It was agreed this was not the correct way to discuss any proposals involving both the Town and Parish Council.  The Chairman agreed and will draft a letter accordingly.

42/11 - Q E  2  STATUS

The Chairman said he would follow up the QE2 Status relating to 

HRH Prince William and the Diamond Jubilee.

43/11 - CORRESPONDENCE

Mr. Tilney and Mr. Mace of the British Legion are pleased and keen the Parish Council is proposing to get the War Memorial inscriptions restored.  The Chairman said that there are plenty of options available.  Councillor Hatherell is

looking into steel plaques and the Chairman mentioned that some plastic ones are also quite nice.

44/11 - MILBOURNE RESIDENTS ASSOCIATION

The Chairman reported that £2,204 has now been transferred from the

Milbourne Residents Association into our Savings Account.  This capital is designated to spend improving facilities in Milbourne.  The Chairman has on the Council behalf purchased 3 wooden benches and they have been situated on the 

grassed corner of Milbourne for cyclist and walkers as a resting place.  

The Chairman has also requested a litter bin now be installed.

Willis Brothers have fixed the three benches and w await their invoice.

The Chairman has been re-imbursed £525.10 for the cost of the benches.
45/11 - CLERK’S PAYE

The Government has directed that all Clerks should be paid under the PAYE

Scheme - the Chairman has e-mailed the MP stating we feel this is ridiculous.

Councillor Thomson agreed and said that Wiltshire 

Council may run a free service to assist.  The Council is lobbying the Government and it was agreed we would await the outcome before making any decision,

46/11 - LIGHT REDUCTION SURVEY

Councillor Thomson said at present lamps come on at 11pm and off at 5am and that evidence has been shown to prove this makes no difference to crime rate.

A flyer will be sent to residents with details of the AGM and the Agenda and 

Chairman’s report.

The flyer will state if you are unhappy with the lamps - please advise your Councillor.  

Councillor Lee stressed he disagreed with the wording as he felt that only if you were unhappy you would make a comment which is a bit like a ‘no vote’.

47/11 - SUSTRANS

The Chairman said he is disappointed with the lack of progress and has contacted Wilshire Council and suggested applying the granted capital for projects elsewhere.

Councillor Pym e-mailed our Council to report that she has now met with 

Mr. Millington and Mr. Baker the landowner and was pleased to report things were looking a little more hopeful and positive - although there are many question marks looming.  Mr. Millington has said he will endeavour to attend our Village Meeting in April.

Councillor Thomson mentioned that the original idea was to be able to cycle from Cowbridge into Town and suggested we invite major players to attend a meeting at County Hall and try and come to some conclusion. The Chairman thanked Councillor Thomson for his valued help and input.

48/11 - NOTICE BOARDS

Notice Boards are being delivered from the manufacturer to Mr. Tim Inwards

Who will then install them- one will be sited at Burton Hill and the other for Foxley Road - and a new site has been suggested there which seems a very good idea.  The original smaller notice board will be fixed on the North side of the Burton Hill bus shelter for a parish footpath map.
49/11 - RAILWAY FENCING AT RODBOURNE

This fencing has now been replaced and was agreed to be an excellent job.

50/11 - CIRCULAR WALK - MALMESBURY TO SHERSTON
We have been asked for support from Sherston Parish Council and the Chairman said that the walk is over public footpaths.  Sherston Parish Council have produced a very good map and the Chairman said that this is a very good way to promote the use of public footpaths.

The Chairman mentioned the Moot Stone on the Common and said there is a very high view point there and he proposed that in the future it would be nice to erect a wooden platform as a viewing point there.

52/11 - ALLOTMENTS ON THE SWINDON ROAD

It was heard from the Chairman that a strip of land bordering the Swindon Road has been offered to the Parish for allotment use.  Councillor Thomson said 

Allotments in Sherston are owned by Wiltshire Council on a 25 year lease, he suggested we asked Sherston Parish Council for a copy of the allotment lease 
and to speak to Mr. Martin Rae on advice on allotment holders forming a committee.
