2358/09 - OPEN FORUM

2359/09 - CHAIRMAN’S ANNOUNCEMENTS

2360/09 - DECLARATION OF INTEREST

2362/09 - THE MINUTES OF THE LAST MEETING

Amendments are 2351/09 - Footpaths - This should have read Highways for 

Grange Lane.  Arches Farm should have read to Arches Farm. 2350/09 - Drains at Rodbourne - these are still blocked - but have been inspected.

The Minutes were signed as a true and correct record.

2363/09 - MATTERS ARISING

The Vacancy Notices were displayed in the Parish by the Clerk outside of the Notice Boards.  Councillor Pym expressed concern as the Footpath sign at Common Road is missing.

A further sign will be replaced.  

2364/09 - BARLEY CLOSE PARKING 

Councilor Budgen reported he had received a reply from Wiltshire Council stating that the Parking Scheme may be considered if there is 50% support - the cost to residents would be £90 per year.

Councillor Budgen will draft a letter to distribute to residents asking for a positive response - returns would be required as no response would indicate a No Vote for the Scheme.

2365/09 - SIGNPOST MAGAZINE

It was agreed the Magazine is very good and that we as a Council intend to

continue to financially donate towards the publication costs.  The Clerk will find out when the last payment was made.

2366/09 - NOTICE BOARDS

Tim Inwards has been approached to install the Boards and will do so soon.

2367/09 - CORSTON PLAYING FIELD REPORT

Councillor Gaye gave a report to the Clerk on the Playing Field at Corston and stated he found it to be very pleasant and he found the amenities there to be sound, practical and safe but also would benefit from a little updating.  
2368/09 - THE BENCH AT THE NATURE RESERVE

Councillor Ingham has ordered a new Bench from Willis Brothers who will also install it shortly.  The Chairman suggested perhaps a Brown Direction sign could be placed on the main road  this will be discussed at a future Meeting.

2370/09 - HIGHWAYS AND FOOTPATHS

Councillor Hatherell reported that we have received a summary of matters intended for Highways work intended for 2009-10 - there is not much in our Parish with the exception of the road surfacing from Filands to Tetbury that has already been done.

2371/09 - PARISH STEWARD SCHEME

Councillor Hatherell has sent off a Job list comprising of work necessary at :-
Burton Hill to Arches Lane, Corston to Malmesbury - Swindon Road to Cowbridge

These areas are all in need of tidying up, weeding, overgrowth cut back and sweeping.

The Horse Chestnut Tree at Milbourne has Blight - advice is requested.

The Bus Shelter at Burton Hill has branches overgrowing it.  These matters have all been reported and are hoped to be remedied soon.

There is no Parish Steward Scheme in August - but the scheme resumes in September.

The Chairman said he was very pleased with the tidy appearance at Burton Hill.

Councillor Budgen mentioned there is subsidence on the road opposite the Primary Care Centre which is causing annoyance.

Councillor Payne raised the matter of the large hole in road by Tower Gate Rodbourne near the Horse Chestnut tree.

All these matters will be reported and the Chairman extended many thanks to Councillor Hatherell.
