2310/09 - OPEN FORUM

2350/09 - HIGHWAY REPORT - Councillor Hatherell

Councillor Hatherell reported that the Joblist submitted has been worked on through the Parish and much progress has been made.
Burton Hill Pavement has been cleared - weed spraying is intended.

Arches Lane - the brambles have been cut back

Cowbridge - there has been a good tidy up there with overgrowth cut back and weeds sprayed.

At Blicks Hill the wooden gate has been re-hung - and we have mentioned our request for a metal gate.

The blocked drains have cleared at Rodbourne

The Church at Rodbourne - the Potholes will be filled.

At Milbourne Park - the pavement has been tidied and sprayed with weedkiller.

The Common Road Potholes will be re-filled.

It was agreed that the work done has been excellent and a letter will be sent accordingly.

Councillor Thomson asked for comments on the road edging and passing bays

on Common Road.  The response was the passing bays are a success - but potholes are recurring.  Councillor Pym said 7/10 - Councillor Ingham 8/10.
