2887/10 - DATES OF FUTURE MEETINGS

Meeting dates were distributed to all Councillors present and for display on the relevant notice boards.

2888/10 - CORSTON POND - MS.  ANN SKINNER
Ms Ann Skinner reported on the past 5 year plan for the pond and the future 5 year plan.  The area is now officially a Natural Reserve area and a much valued peaceful haven in Corston that is well used by many local people.  Ms. Skinner explained about the working party who meet to work on occasional Sundays - keeping the 

Sycamore trees down and weeding and clearing brambles and briars - thus creating a pretty, natural open space for wildlife and enhancing an area that was formerly an unused quarry.  Grateful thanks were extended to Ms. Skinner and also to all those who help with the planning and manual labour necessary.

The future management plan includes setting out tasks for grants for fencing, new signs and a bench.  On 19th June - the Village Fun Day  -  a Glow Worm night may be organised..
Councillor Hatherell said he would mention the Pond on our Website.

2889/10 - REPORT FROM SUSTRANS - MR. A. MILLINGTON

Mr. Millington reported that Sustrans were in receipt of the £25,000 grant received from Redrow Homes in 2006 for the proposed new cycleway and stressed that was a 5 year timescale for delivery.

The matters covered include the feasibility of the route - The possible involvement

of Somerford Parish joining the route.  It was considered that the rote would predominately use the former railway line.

It was heard that the allocated £25,000 may only cover 10% of estimated costs and that fundraising will be necessary.
Landowners will have to give permission for their land to be used through Cowbridge it is thought they may not be too keen and would need assurances that they will not be disadvantaged in any way.  Also responsibility for maintenance and ownership will need establishing.  Land negotiations will be a key factor in this project.

The Chairman asked Mr. Millington if he would please supply us with an up to date cost breakdown and to return to our September Meeting .

The Chairman also stressed that any communication/correspondence should come to the Parish Council as well as other groups.

Councillor Thomson expressed his concerns and said this was a misconception - that funding was to link this development to Malmesbury and the Path Group has taken responsibility to develop this project which should be St. Pauls Without Parish Council.  Concerns were voiced over the communication gap between Sustrans and 
Wiltshire Council.

Councillor Thomson said funding should remain in Malmesbury and that use should be made of the weir.  Mr. Ted Palmer agreed there is a Right of Way that could mean the weir could be utilized.

2890/10 - 10 MINUTES OPEN FORUM

Speeding through Corston - Mr. Hussey a resident from Corston spoke of  his concerns about traffic speeding through Corston - A429.  Mr. Hussey asked for Council support
for the Community Speedwatch Scheme and reported that he has already spoken with many residents who are very enthusiastic 

It was agreed the Parish would ask the Community Safety Manager to see if there are any issues and past study data - they may consider putting double rubber lines on the road if there are known problems.  The Chairman explained that we as a Parish Council have put in a lot of hard work to make the A429 stretch through Corston much safer.

Councillor Thomson said that sometimes proven data is somewhat different to what people expect and that the already implemented flashing warning sign, road widening and the pedestrian crossing had improved the speeding problem through the Village.

Councillor Hatherell said that originally the speed limit through Corston was 40mph 

And that since it had been reduced to 30 mph the situation was much improved

After much discussion it was agreed the Parish would investigate the possibility of

Installing the twin rubber lines on the road..  It was suggested that an observation speed camera may be helpful.  Councillor Thomson said he would follow the correct procedure for a Speed Camera and advised that residents support this.

FOOTPATHS - COUNCILLOR PYM

Councillor Pym was pleased to inform the Council that the By way - on Common Road to Foxley Road has been cleared - it always flooded there and a new drain has been sited - Councillor Thomson said this is part of the Flooding Scheme.

The Chairman thanked Councillor Pym for this news.

AREA BOARD - COUNCILOR LEE

The Area Board Meeting was held in Sherston Primary School  on 12th May.  There was a presentation on changes for services for children with special educational needs.  Many interested members of the public were present.  Several gave strongly held negative opinions on the proposals.  These comments attracted applause for the others,.

There was also an overview on the Highways major works programme for the Malmesbury community area.

It was announced that the collection data on the usage of the Town Bus by the residents of Orchard Court is to be discontinued and the Bus service is to be continued.

PATIENTS PARTICIPATION GROUP - COUNCIL VINCENT

Councillor Vincent said a speaker from the Order of St Johns expressed concerns over

bed availability at the Centre.  A new computer system is now in use.

Councillor Thomson mentioned the highly lit car park and light pollution. Councillor

Vincent replied that this issue had been raised and that the reply was that it was well lit for security reasons.  The Chairman said he too felt strongly about light pollution.  Councillor Thomson said that funding is available for dimming to convert lamps.
