2830/10 - ROAD SPEED - WILTSHIRE COUNCIL

__________________________________________

The Chairman explained the Government wishes to have a standard speed criteria throughout the Parish and that changes have to be in place by 2011., Council comments are required.  The relevant Roads were discussed as follows :-

BURTON HILL - Councillor Budgen said 20 individual letters had been sent opposing the increase of speed from 40 to 50 mph.  The access into the new
Primary Care Centre is always very busy.  Mrs. Jenny Cole a resident from Burton Hill endorsed Councillor Budgen’s comments.

After much discussion the Chairman suggested we request the speed limit remain at 40 mph.

FILANDS - The general feeling was this should remain at 40 mph. 

It was agreed we should request that the Brokenborough end towards Sunset Hill and 

Long Newton should have a speed reduction from 60 to 50 mph as there have been some fatal accidents there.

SWINDON ROAD - Cowbridge towards Lea - this was discussed in depth and the conculsion was that this speed limit should be increased from 40 to 50 mph,

2833/10 - ANNUAL COUNCIL DINNER

Councillor Hatherell presented Menus for the agreed venue - the Radnor Arms Corston - the date is to be 6th February 2010.

2834/10 - POSSIBLE NEW MEETING VENUE

The Chairman has visited the possible new venue at Mintons and said it looked very pleasant, was warm and many parking spaces.  The cost would be £10 per hour.

The Chairman asked for Councillors present to consider this - it was agreed all were in favour and asked the Chairman to proceed and it is hoped we may commence

2835/10 - BUS TIMETABLES - Were circulated.

2836/10 - HIGHWAYS - COUNCILLOR HATHERELL

Councillor Hatherell said matters reported at the last Meeting had not been done due to the severe wintry conditions.  Highways have been concentrating on 

gritting and clearing roads.  Councillor Hatherell asked if were any areas requiring Grit Bins or re-filling of existing Grit Bins. The Chairman requested

one at the slope entrance into Monks Park.  Both Arches Lane and the Burton Hill

Grit bins are empty.  These matters will be reported in due course.

It is hoped that the Parish Lengthsman will resume normal duties soon.

Councillor Budgen mentioned that near Burton Hill House School the wet leaves need clearing and overhanging foliage needs cutting back.

Councillor Payne mentioned that at Grange Lane towards Startley -  the farm gateways collect water  that collects in the road missing the ditches.  The Haybarn culvert is blocked and water collects in the road.

The Chairman said that opposite Barton Way the drain cover is loose and rattles with 

passing traffic.

Councillor Hatherell said all roads are troubled by potholes and that the quickest solution for repair is to call CLARENCE.

A letter has been sent by Mr. Ted Palmer of the Malmesbury and St. Pauls Residents

Association  about potholes and it was suggested  this be posted directly to Councillor Pym.
